BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF AVAILABLE WORK COMMITTEES:

Description

Sat. night MX —arrive at 4:30 PM, gate opens at 5:00 PM and remains open until 10:00 PM. Sunday MX —
arrive at 5:30 AM, gate opens at 6:00 AM and remains open until mid afternoon. Get signatures on forms and
collect money. See that all releases for the day are taken to the MX scoring tower so they can be mailed to
the AMA.

Announce from the scoring tower or with the remote throughout the race day. (7:00 AM to end of races)

Announce from the Short Track scoring tower (4:00 PM to end of races)

The Monday after each race — empty garbage cans, clean up the grounds, and change the race day sign. One
position is open.

Responsible formaintenance and repair of mechanical equipment (track equipment, watering equipment, lawn

equipment, kitchen appliances, grounds repair, etc.) One position is open and this position requires previous
maintenanceexperience.

You will flag the racers while positioned close to the track at specific locations. (7:00 AM to end of race); two
shifts; If you work both shifts, you can earn credit for two days.

This is the Sat. before a race. There are also several earlier in the year. Be at the club grounds by 8:00 AM,
and be prepared to get at least 5 hours of work done.: Install and repair fences, cut grass, and brush, trim
areas, clean starting gate, etc.

Cook and/or serve from food stand.
Sat. Night Waters the MX Track
Record bikes as they pass the finish line in a climate controlled building. (9:00 AM to end of race)

Sat. Night — 6:00 PM to 8:30 PM and again Sunday 6:00 AM to 8:30 AM in the barn. Register racers, collect
money, and handle District and AMA memberships. In order to qualify for a complete day, you must work Sat.
night and Sunday morning. OR you move to the tower for scoringftabulating.

Be there at 7:00 AM. Reset the gate, pull the lever. Also clean the gate and use a starting card.
Hand out trophies, starting about 1:30 PM until the end of the day in the MX scoring tower.

Positions and typical work time: Admission gate (1pm — 8pm), Flagging (4pm — 10pm), Sign up (1pm — 4pm),
Scoring (5pm — 10pm)., Food Stand (2pm —10pm), Pit steward (4pm — 10pm)

With only 4 races, committee members will need to get their 3 other work days on officially scheduled short
track maintenance days or working at MX events.

NOTE: Track Grooming Committee is closed. If you have to be “chosen” to work in one of those committees by the Committee Head
and Board member liaison, please write that committee on the renewal form
